A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN AMENDED
DEVELOPMENT PLAN FOR WESTFIELD SHOPPING-
TOWN SOUTHPARK MALL TO PERMIT CONSTRUCTION
OF A DAY CARE FACILITY; AND DECLARING AN
EMERGENCY.

WHEREAS, the Developer has proposed an amendment to the Development
Plan for Westfield Shoppingtown SouthPark Mall approved by the Council through
Resolution No. 1991-17; and

WHEREAS, Kindercare, through Gary Yunker, its Agent, is desirous of amending
the Development Plan by providing for the construction of an 8,855 SF day care facility
on PPN 396-25-001, located at Howe Road and Southpark Mall Drive, which property is
zoned Shopping Center; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Codified Ordinance § 1258.21, Kindercare, through Gary
Yunker, its Agent submitted the Amended Development Plan to the Planning
Commission for its report and recommendation, and the Planning Commission gave a
favorable recommendation to the proposed Amended Development Plan at its meeting
of August 14, 2008;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
STRONGSVILLE, COUNTY OF CUYAHOGA AND STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1. That this Council hereby approves the Amended Development Plan
submitted to the City by Kindercare, through Gary Yunker, its Agent, and dated August
14, 2008 for Westfield Shoppingtown SouthPark Mall, which Amended Development
Plan provides for the construction of an 8,855 SF day care facility on PPN 396-25-001,
located at Howe Road and Southpark Mall Drive, a copy of which is attached hereto as
Exhibit A and incorporated herein.

Section 2. That it is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council
concerning and relating to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open
meeting of this Council, and that all deliberations of this Council, and any of its
committees, that resulted in such formal action were in meetings open to the public in
compliance with all legal requirements.

Section 3. That this Resolution is hereby declared to be ah‘\'emergency measure
necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, property, health, safety
and welfare of the City, and for the further reason that it is immediately necessary to
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promote the development of the City, to preserve jobs, and to serve the public.
Therefore, provided this Ordinance receives the affirmative vote of two-thirds of all
members elected to Council, it shall take effect and be in force immediately upon its
passage and approval by the Mayor; otherwise from and after the earliest period

allowed by law.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ZONING MAP OF
THE CITY OF STRONGSVILLE ADOPTED BY SECTION
1250.03 OF TITLE SIX, PART TWELVE OF THE

CHANGE THE ZONING CLASSIFICATION OF CERTAIN
REAL ESTATE LOCATED AT 18489 PEARL ROAD IN

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF STRONGSVILLE,
