Child Drop Off / Pick Up Procedure 

On the 1st day you will come into the classroom with your 

child, thereafter you will drop off your child at the double 

gate and their volunteer will walk them into the building.  

At the end of the first day, your child’s volunteer will   

introduce themselves to you so they will know who will be 

receiving the child each day. In the event you will not be 

able to pick up your child or your child is involved in a car 

pool you must let the person picking up know what safety 

sign table that your child is assigned too.
